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Online Voting Instructions for 2010-2011 Officer Election Ballot

All voting members of the Association will receive an email on June 1, 2010, which will 
contain a link to the online ballot and step-by-step instructions for voting online. Members 
classified as Active, Corporate and Member-at-Large are eligible to vote in the National 
Officer Election. 

When you first click on the link you will be asked to enter your username and password. Your 
username is what you use to access the Member Center (first plus last name with no 
space). Your password is your NAWIC Member ID. You may obtain your Member ID a 
number of ways: 

• On your membership card.  

• In the Online Member Directory. Type your first and last names in the fields provided, select “Excel” as the output 
and then select “Search”. Your contact information will open in Excel. The Member ID number is listed in column 
C and the Username is listed in column D.  

• Email sandyf@nawic.org to request your Member ID number.  

Once you click on the link to the ballot, please follow these step by step instructions.

• Enter your username (first plus last name with no space)  

• Enter your password (NAWIC Member ID number)  

• Click on “2010-2011 Officer Election Ballot”  

• Read the ballot instructions. Click to continue  

• To view details for all candidates running for an office, click on the red button  to the right  

• To view individual candidate statements, click on the gray button  next to the candidate’s name  

• Make your selection by clicking the box next to the candidate’s name  

• “Click to continue”  

• To change any of your choices click on the red Edit button  

• To cast your vote, click on the green “Vote” button at the bottom of the page  

• To view and print your receipt, click “View Receipt for 2010-2011 Officer Election Ballot”  

• This is your vote confirmation receipt. You may print this receipt for your records  

• Click “Signout”  

• Voting ends June 21, 2010 at 11:59 p.m.  

• Each ballot will count as one vote

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A MESSAGE FROM THE PRESIDENT 
Region 6 Forum in Topeka, KS 
Region 6 met on May 14th and 15th 2010 in Topeka, KS.  We were welcomed by Director Anne Houchin, Forum 
Coordinator Tammy Botkin and Cory Peterson, President of AGC of Kansas.  Besides Cory’s encouragement 
that the construction industry will rebound he assured us that “Good Industries have Good Volunteer 
Organizations Behind Them”.  That’s US!  He concluded saying “Show your good character & promote the 
industry”, again US! 
 
The second speaker of the day was David Praiswater, a teacher at Washburn Institute of Technology. This is a 
trade school that area high school students go to ½ of their day.  His program is 33 weeks of hands on learning 
in construction; carpentry, plumbing, sheetmetal HVAC, concrete, drywall hanging-finishing-painting, 
culminating in a shown project that the students can be proud of.  He teaches using 3 methods, Tell Me, Show 
ME, Challenge Me and seems to be very successful.  He listed 10 ways to collaborate with a program such as 
his and we do that with CCC in a few of those ways.  The sad aspect of his program is that there are NO female 
students signing up.  Topeka Chapter seemed fired up to help remedy that. 
 
NEF Change for Education challenge netted $284.82.  The most money collected by Central Missouri Chapter 
and the most per member by Topeka. 
 
Region 6 lost 75 members this year.  We need to keep working on retaining and growing membership. 
 
There were out of Region guests at the Forum including National President Robin Fulton-Meyer.  She led a 
workshop session on business etiquette that I did not attend.   
 
Cindy Johnson, treasurer for NEF led a workshop on the Treasurer’s Role entitled Money, Money, Money.  She 
outlined treasurer’s duties and all forms needed are available on the website.  I attended this to enlighten myself 
on what treasurer’s duties are so I can be a more knowledgeable leader – not that I’ll ever be treasurer. 
 
During the second day of the meeting we elected the Director for the next two-year term.  Two worthy women 
were on the Ballot and Connie Leipard was elected.  Her ambition, professionalism and graciousness were 
wonderful and I think we will have a wonderful 2 years with her as our region director.  Heidi Morgan will 
surely run for this position again and with more years experience will be a great future director. 
 
We raised $73.00 with our raffle benefiting our 50th Anniversary Gala.  That was cool since I made and donated 
the bracelet and that I could help out in this way.  The winner of the bracelet was another out of town guest Jan 
Sullivan who is running for National Office. 
 
Forum concluded with the awards banquet and Karaoke, I have to applaud all those women who sang their 
hearts out!
